Ons hoop dat hierdie uitgawe van Scriptura werklik sal bydra tot 'n
verantwoordelike debat oor die betrokke sake.

In the first article Prof D J Smit presents a scholarly analysis of
literature concerning Christology in the Third World.

Firstly, it
demonstrates very aptly what Liberation Theologianss mean when
they claim to be 'doing theology'. Secondly, it illustrates one of Prof
Smit's conclusions, i e that Liberation Theology is in fact 'fleshed
out'in terms of an integral spirituality.

We hope that this edition of Scriptura will indeed serve to further a
responsible debate on the issues involved.
